Summer 1 Syllabus

 

Course Overview: This course will use Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass an American Slave as text that will help us begin to construct an answer to the question; why does Rainier Scholars exist? Students will learn critical reading, analysis and argument building skills while learning about Frederick Douglass’s journey from bondage into freedom. At the same time they will reflect on their own young journey as scholars and begin writing a narrative of their experience.

 

Grading: Students will receive grade point in the following categories:
· Reading Work – Students will receive a score for the work surrounding the reading of core class texts. This work will include summaries, annotations and other reading related work. 30%
· Participation – Students will receive a daily score reflecting their participation in the classroom community. This score included verbal participation, active listening, and general classroom citizenship. This category will make up 25% of the final grade

· Historical Analysis and Special Assignments– Students will receive grade points for work completed using the content of their reading. This work will include written reflections, presentations, discussion plans and other class assignments. This category will make up 30% of your grade. 
· Tests / Quizzes - All reading content quizzes, mid-term and final exam will fall into the Test / Quizzes category. This category will make up 15% of the final grade.

 

Prepared:  Students are expected to come to class with all homework completed. This includes full preparation for class discussions. Students who are not ready for class will receive an unprepared.
